1 - Call for Projects - Application forms
Download an application form on Internet Site of JTCE or
oh each co-organizer Pole (see below).

Complete and send it back by September 25th, 2009.

2 - Selection based on application form.

A selection committee of professionals will shortlist
about thirty projects based on the information contained
within the application forms..

3 - Selection based on viewing work and
discussion:

The shortlisted applicants are invited to present their
project as a ‘work in progress’ at one of five European
selection meetings. A committee of professionals
(producers, artists, festival directors) will attend, and
from these meetings select ten projects to receive
assistance from JTCE.

4 - Support:

These projects will be awarded support and financial
assistance (e.g. artistic residences, mentoring, training,
administration and production, financial aid) in a variety
of European locations, depending on the needs of the
individual projects (between 12,000 to 15,000 euros per
project)

5 - Public presentation:

The ten artistic teams will be invited to show the work
created at one of the public presentations organised in
Europe.
